Always intoresting, both as a musician and a
writer, Joln Philip Sousa sends the following
£l ive communieation to The Musieal Conrizr:

¢ bill introduced by Senator Mason on May
16, in the npper branch of Congress, is naiurally
of interest to the me&ﬂmm'l musicians and
artists of this country, ‘The scheme of the praposad
conservatories is most complete and reflects great
eredit on the gentleman who drew the hill, and
shows his desire to develop the artistio tempern-
ment of the peaple. 8o far the bill is worthy of
commendation, but there is another side that should
be earefully considered, namely, the conduct and
influence ofs the curriculom. A grave danger
would be in the selection of the faculty. Ifit is
selected without to political iofluence or
political favor, and entirely with the idea of
developing the American art, well and gosd, On
the other hand, suppose that the African vole wos
strong enough in Chicago to ingist upon part of
the faculty being Africans, we would then have a
development of music from an African standpoint
rather than from our own, Sup that the Huns
were politically strong enough in the territory
contiguous to the District of Columbia, and should
insist upon part of the faculty being Hungarians,
would those members of the faculty develop the
students from an American or Hungarian stand-
point? With the naturalized citizen a factor in
our political body, may he not insist upon a long
line of chairs devoted to separate nalional mosie
rather than s purely American sehool ?

“Atmosphers” is a very necessary thing in the
arts and mechanies, but itis more ditficult to obtain
under like conditions in Ameriea than in the con-
fined territory of the various European countrics.

1 am fully of the belief that the American people
are most musical, and I am not certuin but that
they will work out their musical salvation, even if
n national conservatory does not éventuate, The
establishment of a pational conservatory will no
‘doubt keep many promising pupils at home, but [
fisel confident that a great many people will go to
Europe to be edueatid under any conditions that
ey t themselyes. We konow that many

mericans study medicine or law on the other
side, and we also know that we have most exeellent
coll for those branches in this country now,

I do not thiok that the plea of confining our
musical tnlent to America is the strongest one for
the eatablishment of a oational econservatory.
Musie in all its branches has been of enormous
commercinl yalue to this country, both by imports
and internal revenue collections, and if anything
is done for its advancement by the Government it
ghould be done on that basis and not on aceount
of any sentimental yegard for the art.

Since my two European tours my views have
undérgone a change in regard to subsidizing art.
Whether the conservatism of subsidy tends to the
fullest development of talent or genius is at present
a matter of great donbt in my mind. I earnestly
hope, however, that the bill will become a law,
nnseth:t the conservatory will be feee from political
“wire pulling,” and that the American spirit will
be paramount within its walls forever and a day.

President John H. Frank, in his addees to the
United Conservatories of Wisconsin, touched upon
the need of the student of music in theory ns well
us the technical knowledge of the fnstrument.

“Pro i ark,” said Mr. Frank, " should aot
cease with the technieal knowledge of an insiru
ment, or the selfsatisfaction of being able 1w
render vocal numbers, but also seck proper under
standiog and knowledge of what one does. [ s
not unueual 1o notice even among musical crities
that there is a lack of knowledgze as to the real
meaning of such terms as seore instrumentation,
intonation, ete., words of everyday occurrence. It
is the duty of the covservatories and teachers to
influence scholars to associate a fair knowlodge of
harmony, theory and history with their work, in
order to be in a position to compreliend gool
musie.”

“popular” music. *What," he asked, “is the
difference between this so-called high music and
the great book of ragtime and popular two-steps,
of which so much is made of late in the duly
